1. Grammar:  exercises in Family and Friends and the orange notebook 

 Verb conjugation simple present and using the correct verb form in a sentence: 

to be, go, do, make, play, run, walk, read, write, listen, like 

 Negative verb forms:  do/don’t; does/doesn’t     like/don’t like; likes/doesn’t like 

 -ing verb form:  to be + verb + ing  

 Nouns: person, place or thing. You can put the, a, an in front of a noun. 

 Adjectives: describing words 

 Commas: writing a list of items 

 Prepositions of Time:  in / at / on   

 Question words:  What?  When?  Where?  Example: page 63, 64 ,65, 68, 69 etc 

 

2. Writing / Spelling:  exercises in Family and Friends, orange notebook and homework 

 Days of the week; Months of the year; Numbers one, two, three….. twenty 

 Letter blends:  fl,pl,bl – page 45;  cl,gl,sl – page 55;  sm,sn,st,sk – page 61 

in Family and Friends.  Example of an exercise: page 51 

 Magic “e”:  Example: plan – plane page 67; page 77; page 83; page 89 

 Time:  numbers one, two, three…..  twelve (written form) o’clock  Example: page 62 

 Matching:  words/definitions/questions – places of work, birthday, weather, clothing, 

wedding, 

  

3. Reading and Listening Comprehension  

 Reading comprehension:  you will read a text and answer different questions.                                                         

For example:  in your  Family and Friends, Homework assignment 

 Listening comprehension: you will listen to a text and answer different questions 

similar to those in  Family and Friends,
